The program aims to evaluate tailings material for potential reprocessing and Mineral Resource estimation by defining remaining mineral content, understanding material distribution.

Scope of Work for Sonic Drilling of Tailings: 
The scope of the Sonic Drilling work includes but is not limited to the following:
1. Mobilization and Site Establishment
a. Mobilization of a sonic drilling rig located in Rwanda and support the transport of equipment to site
b. Preparation of safe drill platforms on tailings areas
c. Compliance with site-specific Health, Safety, and Environmental (HSE) requirements
d. Coordination with Trinity Nyakabingo technical personnel
2. Sonic Drilling Operations
a. Demonstrated experienced sonic drilling operators and site managers
b. Critical spares and skilled team for daily operating and use of the drill rig
c. Execution of a planned grid-based drilling program
d. Continuous sampling using sonic coring techniques ensuring protocols in place to ensure integrity of the cased sample
e. Drilling through soft, loose, and variably compacted tailings
f. Expected borehole depths ranging approximately 10 m to 40 m
g. Accurate recording of penetration rates, recovery, and ground conditions
h. Accurate recording of metres drilling. 
3. Sampling and Core Handling
a. Delivery of continuous, relatively undisturbed core samples
b. Proper containment using liners, sleeves, or core boxes
c. Collaboration with site geologists during logging and sampling
d. Prevention of sample loss, mixing, or contamination
4. Data Recording and Reporting
a. Daily drilling reports including depth, recovery, and operational parameters
b. Borehole collar survey and final depth confirmation
c. Provision of as-drilled logs and coordinates
d. Compliance with Trinity Nyakabingo QA/QC procedures
5. Demobilization and Rehabilitation
a. Removal of equipment and restoration of work areas
b. Safe sealing/abandonment of boreholes
c. Environmental compliance in line with Rwanda regulatory standards
